ICE FISHING, OR THE LACK OF!

It's late December and we've barely
enough ice in the canals to keep a soda
cold! So what are you going to do with
that ice fishing equipment you have?
Use it! If you can gain access to marinas
or other protected dock areas, chances
are, perch and other pan fish will be
there. As the lakes cool, the water in the marinas,
bays and coves will actually cool faster than the rest
of the lakes, but also warm faster as well with the sun
every day. A lot of fish are taken by guys on first ice
in these protected areas, but you can get them even
if there isn't ice. Slip bobbers for casting and minnows
work well, as will your ice jigs and spikes, mousies
and wax worms. We catch perch and bluegill during
the day and crappies at night. A few places to try are
Blossom Heath, Metro Beach canals and marina’s
and Harley Ensign. Please be careful, those docks
can be downright icy and a slip in the drink would be
something you wouldn’t soon forget!
